One of Australia's oldest wine regions, the Clare Valley is the place to visit for some of the
country’s best riesling and cab sav, as well as laidback pubs and charming places to stay.
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Up in South Australia’s Clare Valley, less than two hours north
of Adelaide, they're proud to tell you they have one of the
longest continuous histories of making wine in Australia.
In 1893, Alfred Percy Birks planted the first vines at what would
become known as Wendouree, while Sevenhill Cellars boasts a
parcel of shiraz vines that is more than 148 years old.

With its grand vistas, pretty vales and ancient buildings in
golden stone, the Clare Valley is a contender for Australia’s
most picturesque wine region. The town of Clare’s charm
may have been submerged by the creep of industrialisation,

high-street shopfronts and its role as a regional centre for the
local farming industry, but the surrounding villages such as
Auburn and Mintaro still rate among some of the state’s
prettiest, and make perfect bases for touring the area.

While the Clare Valley might lag behind other rivals when
it comes to great restaurants and fine-diners, the region
does have some fantastic self-contained accommodation
options, and you'll find that the local cafes and classic pub
counter meals are actually just the thing after a hard day’s
tasting at the Valley’s famous wineries.
